- The sound bar should not be exposed to dripping or splashing, and objects filled with liquids
should not be placed on top of the unit.

- Install the unit on a horizontal, flat and firm surface with good ventilation. Never block the vents
which will cause malfunction, resulting from overheating.

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MOUNTING YOUR
SOUND BAR

Choose a location for your sound bar where it will not be in direct
sunlight and is partially shaded (i.e. near trees, under structures, patio cover, etc.). Re-
member that the position of the sun changes throughout the day, so choose a location
and position based on the time of day you would use it most often.

The sound bar must be installed at least five feet away from a pool, spa,
or other body of water.

The center distance is 29.56 inches.
Mark the location of the screws on the wall.
Drill two holes in the wall with a powerful drill.

Fasten the screw expansion tube to the hole in the wall.

Install the speaker on the iron bracket to make it firm and stable.
